This Sunday’s gospel reading narrates Jesus’ second prediction of His Passion, Death and Resurrection.

His disciples continued to misunderstand, as they discussed among themselves who was the greatest. After
warning them that they would have to take up their cross to follow, the Lord instructs His followers to pursue
the greatness that comes from the service of others.

Building on this, Saint James encourages the early Christian community to cultivate peace: “wisdom from above
is first of all pure, then peaceable, gentle, compliant, full of mercy and good fruits, without inconstancy or insin-
cerity. And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace for those who cultivate peace.”

Along these lines, Jesus challenges us to welcome those who were considered as most insignificant in ancient
Israel — a small child, for greatness is found in such acts. In our time, there are others who are marginalized in
our society. It is to these that Jesus directs us, realizing that in welcoming them, we welcome Him.

Children: The Unexpected Gift

There are few true surprises left in our instant-gratification world. We have unlimited infor- %.u,e,

mation at our fingertips, constant communication, high speed internet, and same-day shipping.

But there is still one thing that remains a mystery: welcoming a new child into our hearts and into our homes.

Every time a child enters the world, it is cause to celebrate the delivery of an unexpected gift. Sometimes children
come before we are ready. Sometimes they arrive when we thought our family was complete. Sometimes a child
comes exactly when we had planned, but they appear with unexpected needs, surprising qualities, or special abilities
that demand our attention and care. Some children may come to us through adoption, fostering, or as godchildren.
Sometimes they leave us too soon. And for some, no children appear at all, even though we may want them very
much.

No matter how or when they arrive, children are always a true gift from God. From the first moment of their exist-
ence, each is a unique and unrepeatable person with an eternal destiny, chosen and called to become a son or daugh-
ter of God through Baptism. Welcoming and loving a child, helping that child to grow in wisdom and faith, is the
greatest act of hope in the world. Arriving home for the first time with our new little one in tow, we come face-to-
face with a whole new life, a new way of living for another.

Not all are called to become parents. But for the vast majority of us who are, parenting is the primary way we work
out our salvation on earth. Each child entrusted to us is also counting on us to help him or her get to Heaven! When
we embrace this call, our extraordinary act of hope has the power to transform us through selfless love, tender care,
profound joy, and refashioned dreams to become ever more like the Father who created us. No wonder Jesus tells
us, “Whoever shall receive a child such as this in my name, receives me.” Amen! Thank you, God!

“Children are a gift. Each one is unique and irreplaceable. We love our children because
they are children, not because they are beautiful, or look or think as we do, or embody our dreams.
We love them because they are children.” — Pope Francis, Amoris Laetitia, 170.

Venerable Pierre Toussaint: A Heart for Children in Need

Venerable Pierre Toussaint (1766-1853) was born a slave in Haiti and died as a freeman in New York City. In his early 20s,

Pierre was brought to New York City enslaved by the Berard family, who apprenticed him
to a local hairdresser. Pierre learned the trade quickly and eventually worked very success-
fully in the homes of rich women in New York City. Toussaint attended daily Mass for 66

years at St. Peter's in New York.

When Mr. Berard died, Pierre became the breadwinner for himself, Mrs. Berard, and the
others enslaved in the household. He was freed shortly before Mrs. Berard’s death in 1807.
Four years later, he married Marie Rose Juliette, whose freedom he had purchased. They
later adopted Euphémie, his orphaned niece. Together, the Toussaints began a career of
charity and philanthropy among people experiencing poverty, such as starting the city’s
first school for Black children. They raised money for Old St. Patrick’s Cathedral, and
sheltered orphans and fostered numerous boys in succession, supporting them in learning a
trade. He is considered to be the father of Catholic Charities in New York.

e What more can we do to form our own children’s hearts for service?

Venerable Pierre Toussaint: Un corazdén para los nifios necesitados

El venerable Pierre Toussaint (1766-1853) naci6 esclavo en Haiti y murié6 como hombre libre en
la ciudad de Nueva York. Cuando tenia poco mas de 20 anos, Pierre fue llevado a la ciudad de Nue-
va York como esclavo de la familia Bérard, que lo puso de aprendiz con un peluquero local. Pierre
aprendio el oficio pronto y eventualmente trabajo con mucho éxito en las casas de mujeres ricas en
la ciudad. Toussaint asistié a misa diaria durante 66 afios en la parroquia de San Pedro en Nueva
York.

Cuando el Sr. Bérard fallecio, Pierre se encargd de ganar la vida para si mismo, la Sra. Bérard y los demas esclavos en la ca-
sa. Fue liberado poco antes de la muerte de la sefiora Bérard en 1807. Cuatro afios mas tarde, se casd con Marie Rose Juliette,
cuya libertad habia comprado. Posteriormente adoptaron a Euphémie, su sobrina huérfana. Juntos, los Toussaint comenzaron
una carrera de caridad y filantropia entre los pobres, como la creacion de la primera escuela en la ciudad para nifios negros.
Recaudaron fondos para la Catedral Vieja de San Patricio, refugiaron a huérfanos y acogieron a numerosos nifios, apoyando-
los en el aprendizaje de un oficio. Se le considera el padre de Caridades Catolicas de Nueva York.
